JOIN!    All competitors must join British Tennis Membership.   This can be done on line at www.lta.org.uk.  If you have problems ask your club coach to help you.

BOOKING YOUR PLACE IN A P2T COMPETITION!   Select the dates of the competitions that you wish to enter and complete the form below and return by email (preferably) to: Susan Brandon email: desktop2.herts@LTA.org.uk.  Please enter before the closing date.
Make a note of the competitions you have entered, but you can check your entries regularly on: www.hertstennis.co.uk
CLOSING DATES!   Are very important for several reasons.    When a referee organises a competition, a player’s rating is recorded as at the closing date.  Please observe the closing dates, entries received after the closing date cannot be included in the draw.  

On the closing date, the list of players is forwarded to the organising coach. At this point the organising coach sets up the draw, which is then forwarded to all the players by the Thursday prior to the competition.
WITHDRAWING FROM A COMPETITION!    Whether it is a P2T competition or any other competition, if you need to withdraw because of other commitments, then you must withdraw prior to the closing date.  Players should not withdraw from an event after the closing date, except in the case of illness.  Setting up the draws for competition is a complicated and time-consuming process and organisers do not want to waste their time because players/parents are not organised.

Illness is an exception and if, at the last moment, a player is unwell, then please always contact the organising coach of the competition direct so that they are aware of the situation.  No shows in competition will lead to penalties being applied.   (See guidelines for competition on the LTA website).
IMPORTANT        If you are unwell on the day and cannot attend YOU MUST let the organising coach know.  Do not contact the Herts Office.    You must contact by telephone either Julia Searle (Batchwood) on 07816 004992 or Jamie Broomfield (Gosling) on 07944 163338 according to the venue.
BEFORE THE DAY!

Attached is some information on how to prepare for competition.   ‘Pack Your Bag’.  You always want to feel fresh and at your best when competing.

ON THE DAY!


You will be advised by email of your start time.   Please turn up at least 15 minutes before you are due to play, so that you are fully prepared to play your matches.  Don’t forget to bring your racket and drinks and wear suitable sports clothing and sports shoes for indoor play.

Please be aware that we cannot organise competitions around other commitments and if a player has been invited to a party, or any other event, then decide which is the most important.  Don’t try and do both.
GET INVOLVED IN THE GRAND SLAMS.

We want the young players to become students of the game of tennis.  So please encourage your children to find out about these tournaments, watch some of the matches that are broadcast on television and read the articles in the newspapers.   Encourage your child to have a favourite player and to find out about that player.    Projects are often required for school and what better subject for a young player than ‘tennis’.

PARENTS ARE IMPORTANT TOO!

We need the help of parents to umpire and supervise matches.  The children are young and inexperienced and matches need to be umpired, especially at RED stage.  Remember these matches will not decide the tennis playing future of the young players.  Whilst some parents are familiar with tennis scoring and tiebreaks, many may not be.  Help is always at hand, ask your own club coach how to score or stand beside an experienced umpire or parent and learn.  All parents should take a share in umpiring matches.

No parent should umpire their own child!!!
HOT TIP!   An umpire’s decision is always final and parents should not stand near a court on which their child is playing.  A parent should never enter into discussion with an umpire, before, during or after a match.
